NOTE: In the event that registration exceeds the capacity for the Spring Camp, Hockey Nova Scotia reserves the 
right to select players for participation based player’s abilities and level of play. All players who register but are 
not selected due to excessive numbers will be notified and monies refunded.

Such requests must be accompanied with a written medical certificate from your family doctor 
specifying the reasons why the player should not attend.  In the case of all refunds, a $50.00 administration fee will be 
levied.

Players born in 1996 and 1997 are age eligible to compete at the Female Under 15 division. In the event that sufficient 
numbers are not available for age eligible players, Hockey Nova Scotia will consider applications from players 
born in 1998. Any such applications shall be accepted on a first come basis only.
